Resolution of the Academic Senate of AVU on Calling the Elections to the AS AVU 2026-2029

The Academic Senate of the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague (AS AVU) calls elections to the Academic Senate
of AVU for Monday, 12 January 2026. The elections will be direct, equal and by secret ballot.

At the same time, the Senate approves the election timeline, which includes a reference to the current wording
of the Election Code, the composition of the Election Committee, and the following dates: submission of
candidacies from 5 November 2025 to 5 January 2026 (inclusive); publication of candidate lists (as of the

specified date) and voterregisters by 12 December2025; election day on 12 January 2026; and publication of
results within 2 working days after the close of voting. The timeline further sets the date of the inaugural session
of the newly elected AS AVU for 4 February 2026.

The AS AVU elects a five-member Election Committee in the following composition: Toma§ Otoupal — Chair,
Tomas Svoboda, Nik Timkova, Cyril Filcik, Hefman Hirka. The Election Committee shall organise and manage
the elections in accordance with the Election Code.

The AS AVU authorises the Chair of the Academic Senate to publish the election announcement and the
timeline on the official notice board and the AVU website, and instructs the Rector to provide the voter registers
to the Election Committee no later than 12 December 2025. The Senate instructs the Election Committee to
issue the Organisational Guidelines by 12 December 2025, specifying the method, date and place of voting, and
to publish the candidate lists (as of the specified date) and voter registers.

The AS AVU notes that candidacies are submitted to the Election Committee via the Secretary of the Academic
Senate, in writing or by email (lucie.pesrova@avu.cz). Both self-nomination and nomination by a third party
with the candidate’s written consent are admissible, pursuant to Article 11 of the Election Code. The deadline

for submitting candidacies is 5 January 2026. In the area of personal data protection, procedures follow Article
17 of the Election Code (consent to candidacy includes consent to the processing and publication of the
necessary personal data).

Elections to the Anti-Discrimination Platform of AVU will be held simultaneously.
